e Visa validity dates align with your travel plans
e Passport shows no damage from processing

If you notice any discrepancies, contact the embassy immediately for corrections are far simpler before your
departure date arrives.



Important Reminders and Pro Tips

Timeline Planning
Ideal Application Timeline: Submit your visa application 4-6 weeks before your
departure date. This provides:

e 7 days for expedited processing
e 5 days for postal transit each way (to embassy and back)
o Buffer for unexpected delays or clarifications needed

Minimum Timeline: With expedited service, you could theoretically complete the process in 3 weeks, but
we recommend against cutting it this close. Travel should begin with tranquility, not last-minute anxiety.
